Travelling to Tudor Hall

By Rail: The nearest main line station is Banbury, a 5 minute taxi journey

NORTH SEA away, and has regular services operating to London Paddington and Marylebone.

By Road: Tudor Hall is situated on the A361 between Banbury and Bloxham
close to the M40 making it easily accessible from all directions. London: 80
miles, Birmingham: 42 miles and Oxford: 23 miles.

From the M40 North: Exit at junction 11 and join the A422 signposted
Banbury. Travel to the second roundabout and take the first exit onto the
A4260. Continue straight across at the roundabout and straight through the
three sets of traffic lights. Travel uphill and at the T junction turn right onto
the B4100. At the next set of traffic lights turn left onto the A361 signposted
Bloxham, Chipping Norton. Travel for just over one mile and the School
entrance will be seen on your left.
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v From the M40 South: Exit at junction 10 (signposted Silverstone,
Northampton) and travel towards Northampton. At the roundabout shortly
after the motorway, take the first exit (signposted Aynho, Adderbury) onto
the B4100. Travel for 6 miles and at the T junction turn right onto the A4260,
signposted Bodicote. Continue for three miles into Banbury. At the fourth set
of traffic lights turn left onto the A361 signposted Bloxham, Chipping Norton.
Travel for just over one mile and the School entrance will be seen on your left.
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BLOXHAM GROVE ROAD

On Arrival: The School entrance is marked by a wide grass verge, large iron gates and
a stone lodge on a sharp bend. Visitors should follow the drive over a small bridge and
under the archway to the Main Entrance. Large commercial vehicles should use the rear
drive by remaining on the A361 and taking the next turning left to Bodicote onto Wykham
Lane and then turn immediately right into the School. Visitors are requested to go to
the Main Entrance and ring the bell upon which a member of staff will greet you.
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
